All competitors must be over 8 and under 16 years & hold current BJA membership or equivalent. Those with non-BJA
grades should not hold grades above hottom yellow. Players must wear white judogi with blue or white belt (supplied).
BJA Two Star tournament licence. BJA Under 12 Technical Restrictions will apply in all categories, irrespective of age.
Positive coaching is allowed but aggressive coaching and attempted pressuring of referees will not be allowed.
